God and the super bowl 





i read an article today, and in it, several ministers and holy men discussed God’s influence on the super bowl.  many of them discussed “praying” for a win.  it amazed me to read how all of these wise guys attributed human personalities to God, as if God would really give darn about a silly game.

my takes:

1. prayer is thought, and thought is prayer.  like it or not, our thoughts become our (future) reality.  focused thought is stronger, in cause and effect, than conflicting thought.  thoughts (in Unison) are stronger than singular thoughts.

2. the condition of Love is such that Love births duality, birthing cause-and-effect via thought.  Love (with a Capital “L”) always Is, while humans get to dance in the dual dream of fear & love.

3. Love doesn’t care about a super bowl.  Love only Is.  Love is Unity.  Love is Oneness.  Love is Peace.  Love is Whole.  Love is Complete.  Love is Perfect. Love is Real.  Love is Eternal.  Love is Constant.  Love is Infinite.  Love doesn’t change.

4. the dual, material condition (this world) cares about dual things.  competition reins important. “ winning,” and being “number one” or “the best” are seen as goals, here.  these are examples of dual beings, thinking from a consciousness of separation, rather than that of Unity.   there is nothing wrong with dual beings living dual lives and dueling.  it’s just that that is not Love.  also, it is not Real.

5. when people think/pray for an outcome, these energetic thoughts DO have an effect on the outcome.  in competition, the edge will go to strength of will and focus of thought… most of which depends upon the actual participants.  

6. but, fans can have an influence, obviously.

7. in a way, since humans are extensions of G∞d, and since humans “care” about the super bowl… we could say (from an earthly perspective), that G∞d (in an individualized, particularized state), cares.  that’s not what i’d propose.

8. my take would go something like this: “extensions of G∞d, living in the illusion of a dual dream of separation, continue to propagate the illusion by dreaming up more ways of separating themselves into categorical constructs (me vs. you; patriots vs. eagles).”  it’s ALL a game.  

9. if G∞d has a personality and a TV, then G∞d is laughing loudly at we, the comedy channel.

10. so, pray on… for a win for your team.  it may help redirect some energy, and it may have an effect.  think purely: it will help more. think in unison, it will help even more.  hope that your favorite players’ thoughts have been focused.  

11. hope that the referees don’t have partial thoughts.  hope that your favorite players aren’t influenced by conflicting thoughts (e.g. i’d love to win, but i get five million dollars if i drop a critical pass).  the only problem with hope, though, is that hope is not a pure thought process.  by definition, hope is laced with doubt.

12. recognize this: there are many, many people praying for the other team.  the players on the other team have thoughts/prayers also.  many people on this planet could give a darn, one way or the other.  that’s a lot of conflicting thought.  hence, it will be a conflict.

13. conflict (eventually) wakes us up to the knowing that conflict doesn’t work.  conflict leads to separation.  only Love works.  everything (eventually) re-Turns us to Love.  conflict leads to separation leads to pain leads to re-Cognition leads to Awakening leads to Love.  

it All leads to It:  All.

14. “pray… for a winner” if you want.  i’m going to enjoy the game.  i’m going to laugh at the commercials.  i’m going to tap into the drama, just like you.

15. i’ll pray/think to be more Loving, not more separate… because Love works… because Love is All there Really Is.
