it’s All the Same  

well, isn’t this weird.  i’ve been walking around for over twenty years, maybe thirty-some, as a budding mystic.  i used to try to “move pencils with my mind” when i was in high-school, but with no luck.  

although i haven’t had the textbook mystical experiences (the past-life regressions, the NDE’s, the paranormal sightings, etc.), i do remember that there have been more than a few times that i’ve gotten a very clear message:  

it’s All the Same
once, when i was walking alone in the woods, i (very clearly) heard a voice say:

“it’s All the Same”
i’ve thought about it for years.  i’ve written about it.  i’ve Known it to be True.  i’ve assumed that anyone who’d given it any thought Knew it to be True.  at the same time, i felt as if it was a unique (“out there”) thought or message.  i felt as if people would think that i was crazy if i told them about my theories, and that:

it’s All the Same
as i’ve read more about Oneness, i’ve come to the conclusion that very many people have gotten this message, although i haven’t ever SEEN it in print, the way that i Know it.

so, three nights ago (2-4-03) i went to see ram das at the tallahassee leon county civic center.  part of me thinks that he’s a modern-day mystic, and part of me thinks that he’s a burnt-out hippie who’s a real good story-teller.  either way, i don’t care, because i Love his message… and his message is in the process of becoming his message!  it all fits.

so, i’m reading his book, entitled “Be Here Now,” that was written sometime around the 1960s, and i’m feeling like i’m about 30 years behind.  i’m reading classics.  of Course, classics are classics because they have class.

anyhow, i’m plodding along, reading the story of Ram Das, and i get into part of the book that looks like it’s printed on a brown paper-bag, and on page 2 – IN MY FACE – are the words:

it’s All the Same
and it feels like i’m Home.

better yet, i’m beginning to really Know that i’m Home.   it’s going to be fun, continuing on this journey.  it has been fun.  it Is fun.  (All the Same) it Is.
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
