poem analysis:

· being “rumi-backwards” is not a “bad” thing.  it means that each of us, in a way, IS rumi.  we are a reflection of rumi-ness-ence. 

· the concepts of up & down, black & white, good & bad, etc. tend to fade away when we look at the world from a holistic viewpoint.  of course, as material beings, the physical viewpoint is one of apparent separation.  from a holistic perspective, “bending” can be a pathway to “touching the sky.”  ((note that the “bending and touching” take place in the poetic “Now” moment.))

· “See-ing” is much more than using earthly vision.  Seeing goes beyond that which can be captured by the physical senses.

· “2 + 1 = One” makes sense (from a Holistic point of view), where everything is Connected as One no-thing.              huh?
· you/me are i.  are you me?  r-u-mi?  rumi!
