fate train                the title is the first hint that this thoem is going to “take us for a little ride” 

                there’s also hint of the fate/choice dichotomy that lenny loves to explore in his thoetry.
by fay t. rain    -the author’s name contains the word “rain,” which hints at doom.

it’s “All aboard” the fate train   -we’re all on this ride together.  Spirit (or the All) is aboard.

to take a little ride              -this earth-bound process is a journey.
to look through little window as the journey passes by  -our experience is a part, a piece (a small piece) of the totality that is the trip.  as individuals, we experience it through our own windows.
to doubt and Know, to stop and go, to Play with pleasure/pain  -here, in the physical, relative world, the game is played out as “diversity” or “differences.”  these differences lead to the illusion of oppositicality (stop & go; pleasure/pain; doubt & Know).

to love, to grieve, to come, to leave, to make believe:

· “to love” (small “l”) -- implies the earthly dance of quid-pro-quo love (e.g. i’ll love you, as long as you “___________”).  while this isn’t the same as Unconditional Love, it is still a giant step up from fear. 

· “to grieve” – grief happens when we feel as though we’ve lost a love.

· “to come” – a hint of sexual innuendo always spices up a thoem.

· “to come and leave” – refers to relationships that (apparently) begin and end.

· “to make believe” – refers to the idea that this (physical, relative) world is a “make believe world,” completely based upon our beliefs and perceptions.  this world is like a movie, and each of us is a move-ie star.

fate train

the thoem never quite gets to the point where it makes a case for “choice,” but that idea was traveling through the thoet’s head as the thoem was being written.  the feeling was that: 


as Fate would have it, Love Is All there Is.

Love man-i-fests as Infinite possibilities…

choice (of thought, word, and deed) allow for (virtually) any conceivable experience…

the Good news is that there is no way to get it wrong (since It’s All a Play),

yet we can experience the chills and spills (and the pleasures, and the pains) within a setting that is soooooooooo real that we actually for-get that It Is All for Fun.

· the train-track picture (graphic) is surreal, implying that this (physical) world isn’t Really “Real,” in terms of a Spiritual Reality.  the feeling is “on track, yet out of control.”

· the small graphic (train in a triangle) is a warning sign, that this whole idea could all be wrong.

· in the final analysis, the “rain” in the author’s name might be inviting us to get on the train and/or step out in the rain (e.g. experience a new experience).

summary: “fate train” is a thoem that attempts to take us off track during (what appears to be) a fairly straightforward ride.  we can choose to sit in our little seat and peer fearfully out of our own little window
, or we can choose from an infinite number of other options.

during the journey, we’ll experience ups & downs.  our experiences will provide us with warning signs along the way.  the physical body (the traveler?  the train itself?) provides excellent feedback as to how well things are running.

sometimes, life moves soooo fast that we’ve got to choose to slow it down.  if we allow fate to dictate the speed and the course, the trip might appear to be a blur. 

we’ll come upon “crossings,” or times when we’ll be able to make life-altering decisions.  in Truth, there are hidden crossings that present themselves (quietly) during our every breath. 

even though the train-trip is a solo-adventure, we have many opportunities to share the ride.  we’ll weigh our options, and we’ll share as much as we are ready to share.  life gives us infinite opportunities to Love, and we gradually learn that Love is the only path that works.

as we share/love more & more, we build a capacity share even more. 

there may be times when it appears as if we become “vulnerable” when we share love, but that’s an illusion (predicated on our attachment to things in the physical world).  

we can enjoy the ride (through its twists and turns) while detaching from the idea of control.  in the end, fate dictates that we’ll arrive at Home.  One(ce) Home, we can decide if/when/where/how we’d like to ride in the future.  

as tom hanks (in the movie “polar express”) would say…
