3. how could “bliss” even experience Her Blissful Self if S/He had nothing to compare He/rself with?

5. “Life” experiences and expresses itself as back & forth cycles, outcropping as individual, separate entities (e.g. caterpillar, butterfly).

6. separate, individual, experiential moments (e.g. inspiration, expiration) are, from a more Whole-istic viewpoint, One (e.g. Respiration).

7. Wholeness (Oneness, Allness, Universe, Source, etc., etc.) experiences Itself via relative particularization.  Bliss needs the experience of apparent non-bliss.  Orgasm needs the experience of non-orgasm… otherwise, there would be absolutely no thing which orgasm could relate itself to, meaning that there would be No Thing.
