loving others as our-self 

the idea of “loving another as yourself” implies more than simply “treating someone the way you want to be treated.”  it is the living out of the concept-Knowing that We Are One.  when we can look at another and See our-Self, we are half-way there.  the next step is to Know our-Self as One with the All – as One with Love.  as we practice these two concepts while moving closer into the Knowing of each, we are returning Home.

interestingly enough, we cannot not “love another as our-self” …even in our worst moments.  

huh?

when in the dual illusion, when asleep, when unconscious, we may treat others as separate from our-selves, and thereby treat them un-love-i-ngly.  the only way that we can possibly do this is if we believe, deep down in our ego, that we are not worthy of love.  when we project separation and ill-will upon others, we are actually projecting our own, inner pain outward.  we are “loving others as our-selves” …it’s just that we aren’t Loving our-selves!   

the G∞d news (and it’s All-ways G∞d news) is that the dual, asleep, unconscious, unloving practice is a miss-take, an error, a “sine” …and it shows up as a sign in our lives: a sign that we are not living in alignment with G∞d.  a sign that we are not on a direct pathway Home.  a sign that we need to Shift, if we want to experience Love, Bliss, Oneness, Wholeness, Peace, Ease, Joy, and Happiness.

we do love others as our-selves.  the question is: do we want to Shift (Right, Now) towards Loving others as Ourselves by Knowing others as Ourselves?  it’s the difference between “Flying Directly Home” and “flying in the opposite direction of the Ultimate Destination.”
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(in the final anal-ysis, of Course, wIe are Home –

and all of this flying is just for the ex-height-ment of It!)
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
