4. do you fast-forward?  rewind?  play it again?

5. do you analyze every frame?  do you remind yourself that this is only an illusion?

6. do you freeze the frames?

7. do you enjoy it when babies cry, or when people talk, or when the film breaks, or when the sound malfunctions???

if you really wanted to experience the highs and lows, the fullness of the movie, wouldn’t you want to forget that the projection was simply a number of frozen light particles, projected in succession onto a blank screen?

· as the audience, we want to forget!

· as the movie maker, we want to forget and we want to Know.

· as the person with a Life (outside of the theater), we All-Ways re-Member and re-Turn …once the movie is over.  
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
